Here are some numbers about your heart that may 
surprise you: 
 

 The system of blood vessels including arteries, 
veins and capillaries is over 60,000 miles long. It 
is long enough to circle the world twice! 
 

 The heart beats about 100,000 times each day. 
In a 70 year lifetime, the average heart beats more than 2.5 billion times. 
 

 An adult woman’s heart weighs about 8 ounces, a man’s about 10 ounces.  
 

 Every 33 seconds someone in US dies from cardiovascular disease, which is 
roughly the equivalent of a September 11th like tragedy repeating itself every 24 
hours, 365 days a year. 

 

 This year more than 920,000 Americans will have a heart attack, nearly ½ of 
them will occur without warning or prior symptoms. 

 

 By 2020, heart disease will be the leading cause of death throughout the world. 
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
